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Rick?
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Yes, I did.

What did you have?

About four or five shots.

It wasn't six or seven?

No.

What?

I don't recall exactly how many.

Did Rick have a life insurance policy?
Yes, he did.

And are you collecting social security

My daughter is, yes.
How much is that amount?

She gets $803 a month.

And have you had other relations since

MR, STRICKLAND: Objection.
THE COURT: Sustained.

MR. STRICKLAND: I ask that the jury be

instructed, your Honor.

THE COURT: Jurors are instructed to

disregard the last question.

BY MR. CURRAN:

Q

Is it a frequent occurrence with you that
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Q First of all, Denise, do you remember
Mr. Currarn asking you a question if you have been
made any promises about your not being charged for
your "involvement" in this case?

A Yes.

Q Has anybody from the Lake County State's
Attorney's Office, the Lake County Sheriff's
Department or the Kenosha County Sheriff's Office
ever told you in preparing for this trial that we
believe that you were involved in Rick's death?

A No.

MR. CURRAN: Objection to what they
believed.

MR. STRICKLAND: I am sorry, I am asking
what she was told. Mr. Curran went into that.

THE COURT: Overruled.

MR. STRICKLAND: Thank you.

Q No one ever accused you from law
enforcement in preparation of this trial of that, is
that correct?

A That's correct.

Q All right. Now, regarding the life
insurance that Mr. Curran asked you questions about,

I believe that the settlement for that was $22,000,
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1s that correct?

A No, my daughter, she got a check for
$30,000.

Q Okay. Is that the total amount?

A Yes,

Q Now, you were getting -- how much child
support had you already gotten from Rick just in two
years that you were getting?

A I don't know, over 10, $12,000.

Q That's in two years, correct?

A Yeah.

Q ‘He would have been paying child support --

and Ashley is how old now?

A She is five now.

Q Until she was 18 years old, correct?
A Yes.

Q .For the next 13 years?

A Yes.

Q Over $7,000 a year?
